In addition to a wealth of beautiful images, this volume includes bits of wisdom selected from Japan’s rich culture and literature and serves as a loving tribute to the Land of the Rising Sun, which is permanently suspended between tradition and modernity. For each new day, you’ll fi nd a piece of inspiration and encouragement to help you face down life’s challenges and navigate your own path of personal growth.    
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This Belgian example of the Game of the Owl is played with three dice and every possible 

combination of points that can be thrown on the dice is illustrated on the board, each with its 

own instruction. If there is a ‘B’ (from the Flemish betaal, meaning ‘pay’) then the specified 

number of stakes must be paid to the pool. Similarly, if there is a ‘T’ (from the Flemish trek, 

meaning ‘draw’) the specified number of stakes must be taken from the pool. The best throws 

are when the same number appears on all three dice. These throws take half the pool, except 

that the throw of three sixes takes all of it and the game starts afresh.

That this game celebrates the stories of Eulenspiegel [German for ‘owl-glass’, with ‘glass’ as in 

looking-glass] is confirmed by the central illustration of an owl next to a mirror. However, this 

version has been sanitised for the nineteenth-century market, so that the images are innocuous. 

Some, though, are quite witty: the throw of 6,6,1 leads to a picture of soap bubbles, with the
